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Overview

Junior Achievement’s Elementary Programs reinforce the value of workforce readiness, entrepreneurship,
and financial literacy while providing opportunities to develop cross-disciplinary knowledge and skills.

Further, it introduces the concept
of globalization of business as it relates to production materials and the need for students to be
entrepreneurial in their thinking to meet the requirements of high-growth, high-demand careers
worldwide.

JA More than Money® teaches students about earning, spending, sharing, and saving money, and
businesses they can start or jobs they can perform to earn money.

JA BizTown® combines in-class learning with a day-long visit to a simulated town. This popular program
allows elementary school students to operate banks, manage restaurants, write checks, and vote for mayor.
The program helps students connect the dots between what they learn in school and the real world.
